Regular Meeting

April 22, 2019

Minutes

Chairman Richard Hunter called the meeting to order.  Other members present were Michael Coffman, Marsha West, Michelle Fockler and Bob Shingler.  Audrey Tippett and Anne Harris were not present.

Citizens Present were Butch Meek, Rhonda Bagshawe, Tommy and Anne Satterwhite, Shauna and Yarborough Williams, Felton Davis, and Virginia Broach.

The minutes of the March 25, 2019 meeting were reviewed.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Michael Coffman and seconded by Michelle Fockler.  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.

A COA for 111 W. Franklin Street- The Community Center – was described by applicant Shauna Williams.  The COA was to allow a window in the back of the Community Center to be converted to a door to give access to a handicap approved lift.  Mrs. Williams explained that the building was not handicap accessible and in meetings with Mitch Wild from the State Historic Preservation Office it was suggested that all changes to the building be made in the back.  Butch Meek, the adjoining property owner, expressed concern about how the back of the building would be accessed.  Discussion was had concerning a parking lot and the parties were advised that a separate COA would need to be presented if they wished to construct off-street parking at the facility.  A motion to approve the COA application for removal of the window and replacement with a door was made by Michael Coffman and seconded by Marsha West.  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.

A COA for 326 N. Main St.  – The Polk House – was described by applicant Rhonda Bagshawe, executrix of the estate of Mary Gibbs McAuslan.  A cedar tree was growing close to the front of the house on the north side causing decay to wood trim and foundation problems from the roots.  The tree was cut down to remedy the problem.  Her application was an after-the-fact COA.  A motion to approve the COA was made by Michael Coffman and seconded by Bob Shingler.  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.
A COA for 218 East Franklin Street was described by applicants Thomas E. and Anne C. Satterwhite.  They recently bought this property which included a story and half frame house that had been covered in aluminum siding.  Other modifications had been made to the windows and shutters.  They wished to return the house to a look of the early 1900s when the house was built.  After a discussion with the Commission members and the Satterwhites, a motion was made by Michael Coffman and seconded by Michelle Fockler to allow the COA as presented.  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.    It was noted that any changes to the windows would have to be approved by a separate COA.

Chairman Hunter noted that a training session for Historic District Commission was being held on May 17, 2019 in Wake Forest.  Michael Coffman forwarded a link to the Commission members.

With no further business the meeting was adjourned.
