Call to Order/Opening Statements

Walter Hurst called the meeting to order at 3:00 PM and explained that the meeting was to consider a rezoning application for a property known as the Cotton Gin and located on the corner of Hall and E. Franklin Streets in Warrenton.  A quorum was present.
Discussion

Tommy Satterwhite described their wishes to renovate the Cotton Gin into an event space for seasonal events as well as reunions, birthdays, even movie nights.  Robert Schuerch inquired about parking.  The Satterwhites indicated that they had requested use of the Just Save parking lot from the management company but were recently denied.  They have considered requesting use of the E. Franklin Street extension from the Town.  Robert Schuerch inquired as to the number of people permitted in the structure.  To date, the Fire Marshall has not inspected the facility as it is still awaiting construction permits.  Mr. Schuerch agreed it was a good use of space and made a motion to approve the rezoning of the property from R-12 to C-1.  
Bill Overby inquired about the zoning designations of area surrounding the property.  Robert Davie noted that across the street was C-1 and that it was not “spot zoning”.  Tommy Satterwhite noted that neighbors had expressed support of their rezoning.  
Walter Hurst called for a vote and the motion was passed by a unanimous vote.
