                                                       Wednesday, November 28, 2012

The Citizens Advisory Board met Wednesday, November 28, 2012 in the Town Hall Conference Room.  Those members attending were Ted Malone and Annette Silver. Also, present were Robert Davie, Town Administrator and Kimberly Harding, Commissioner.  Absent from meeting were members Allen Kelley, Candice White and Mary B. Raiford.

Without a quorum, no official business was done.

In old business, it was reported that the Daly-Tucker property (302 E. Macon Street) has not been condemned.  The procedure was started; however, not completed by Town.  Mr. Davie has contacted town attorney to review records and see how far the Town procedure got.  CAB has no further authority in matter but Town can continue procedure.  Hardware Café is in the process of making corrections to their building.   James Sondgeroth has met with Mr. Davie twice with the conclusion being he is doing no corrections to his building nor is he paying any fines.  He has rejected all suggestions for all sources for help – including a buyer. Further contact with Mr. Sondgeroth will be through Historic District and/or Town Attorney.  

Mr. Davie and Attorney Mitch Styers are reviewing all Town ordinances attempting to clarify them, thus avoiding some of the situations that are in question.
In new business, it was brought to the attention of the board a van located at the rear of 137 S. Main Street (property owned by Michael and Erika Layne) is in violation of Nuisance Vehicle ordinance items (1) breeding ground or harbor for mosquitoes, rats, snakes or other pests (2) a point of heavy growth of weeds or other noxious vegetation over 18 inches in height and (8) so offensive to the sight as to damage the community, neighborhood or area appearance.
The next meeting is scheduled during Christmas holiday and it was decided to cancel and meet at regular Wednesday, January 23, 2013 date.

With no further business meeting adjourned.
