Meeting was called to order by Chairperson Malone at 5:00PM.   Pictures of 107-111 N. Main Street showing deterioration were presented.  Davie informed members Ahmed Ibrahim (Milano's) has purchased property from Candies Rudd and applied for a $500,000 N C Commerce CDBG Grant.  The primary Grant focus is on bringing buildings up to code and to focus on existing, long-term businesses to go into very dilapidated buildings.  The application has been submitted with positivity by Commerce Department; hopefully, approval will be received by middle of April.
Chief Lane was before Board to present information concerning vehicles located within city limits that are considered junk and/or nuisance.  (A junked vehicle defined in Town Ordinance (a) partially dismantled or wrecked (b) cannot be self propelled or moved in the manner in which it originally was intended to move or (c) is more than fifteen (15) years old and appears to be worth less than $100).  Lane presented pictures of 6 vehicles that he would like CAB support in sending letters informing owners that they are not in compliance with Town Ordinance.

  Motion was made by Malone with second by Silver to send letter to Mrs. Shearin that 

  she is not in compliance with Town Ordinance.  Motion was approved unanimously.

  (4) Thomas R Rooker 128 Battle Avenue -  silver Chevy in driveway- Motion was made 
   by Malone with second by Raiford to send letter to Mr. Rooker that he is not in   

   compliance with Town Ordinance.  Motion was approved unanimously.

   Raiford with second by Malone to send letter to Greythorn Estate that they are not in

A motion was made by Malone with second by Raiford to approve ordinance fee changes.  Motion was approved unanimously.  Discussion continued concerning vehicle on Wilcox Street near Spring Street. Chief Lane stated it may be considered a neighborhood nuisance but by ordinance stipulations it is not.
