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CITIZENS ADVISORY BOARD MINUTES

Wednesday, October 24, 2012
The October 24, 2012 meeting of the Citizens Advisory Board was called to order by Chairperson Malone at 5:00PM in the Town Hall meeting room.  Attending were Allen Kelley, Annette Silver and Robert Davie.  Absent members were Candice White and Mary B. Raiford.

Old Business

It was noted that Fritz Vaughan has cleared the abandoned vehicles from the lot at 223 S. Main Street.  The Cannon House (208 E. Macon Street) has been condemned and the county tax office has started the foreclosure procedure which may take up to a year.  It was thought that CAB does nothing until process ends.  The Tucker-Daly property (302 E. Macon Street) is still questionable as to whether it has been condemned.  Mr. Malone remembers the property being condemned by Board of Commissioners approximately 6 years ago.  Mr. Davie will research Town Minutes for date of action.  Committee members discussed further what enforcement should be done for not removing the brick pillars and   General Statute Chapter 40A Article 3 was reviewed for assistance.  Holly Rodwell (123 S. Main Street) has been contacted by Mr. Davie.  She stated she had not received prior communications but will review situation and contact him by Monday, October 29, 2012.  Hardware Café has contracted someone for their repair work.  The grass has been cut at 311 W. Franklin Street and 321 Hazelwood Road.  The broken window at 132 S. Main Street has been replaced.  The torn canopy located at 220 S. Main Street that needs repair falls under the Vacant Building Registry but no contact has been made with Town Hall as of today.   Mr. Davie reported James Sondgeroth met with the Historic District Commission, Monday, October 22, 2012 and is the process of making a plan to correct his building violations at the corner of S. Front St and W. Market St.
New Business

Mr. Davie asked Board how CAB became the monitor of the Town ordinances.   In reviewing Town ordinances the wording is unclear as to who is to identify violations in the C1 business district.  Mr. Malone explained this Board does assist in reviewing the C1 business district of the Town.  A motion was made by Mr. Kelley with second by Mrs. Silver for the last sentence to be stricken from Section 154.03 Adequate Repairs (Boarded up windows may or may not be deemed acceptable by the Commission) to eliminate confusion.  The vote was unanimous.  An abandoned vehicle form was completed for a truck located in front of 107 N. Front Street believed to be owned by Randolph Kearney 112 N. Front Street reported by Police Chief Lane.
Next meeting scheduled for Wednesday, November 28, 2012.

With no further business, meeting adjourned by motion made by Mr. Kelley and seconded by Mrs. Silver.
